2.     There are four categories based on the following age groups: 7 - 10, 11 - 14 and 15-17    
       and 18+
        

3.     Competition opens on Saturday 25th July following World Whale and Dolphin Day and    
       closes at 5pm (AWST) on 30 September 2020. 

5.     The winners will be contacted by email following the close of the competition and                   
       announced on the SouWEST Facebook page and website.

6.     Artists must submit their application form with a photo of their artwork to the 
       SouWEST team via email on Wednesday 30th September at 5pm (AWST).

7.     Photographs of artwork must be between 2 and 4 MB in size.

8.     Entries will be exhibited online on SouWEST's Facebook page.

9.     Artists agree that their artworks may remain on display indefinitely, and give 
       consent to their artworks being reproduced by print and electronic media in the 
       advertising and promotion for current and future art competitions by SouWEST. 

10.     The Artist's first name, age and state/country of origin may be used to credit your 
artwork. No other personal details will be made public. No personal details of the
entrant or guardian will be kept by SouWEST after the end of the competition.

11.     The winner in each category will receive a SouWEST Prize Pack including the choice of a  
whale to adopt which will be sent via post following the announcement of the winners
in all four categories. 

12.    The judges’ decision is final and no correspondence will be entered into. 
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
